2. Eligibility requirements
The applicant must be a national of a country other than Japan and fall under any of the following

requirements (1) to (7):

(1) A person who graduated or is expected to graduate from a university as defined in Article 83 of the School
Education Act (Act No. 26 of 1947) by March 31, 2026;

(2) A person who has been awarded or is expected to be awarded a bachelor’s degree in accordance with the fourth
paragraph of Article 104 of the School Education Act by March 31, 2026;

(3) A person who has completed or is expected to complete a 16-year curriculum in a foreign country by March 31,
2026;

(4) A person who has completed or is expected to complete by March 31, 2026 a university education level
curriculum from a foreign-affiliated educational institution in Japan that is based on that country’s school
education system and that is approved by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology
of Japan;

(5) A person who has completed or is expected to complete by March 31, 2026 a 16-year curriculum offered by a
foreign country by taking a correspondence course in Japan that is offered by a school from said country;

(6) A person who is determined to be eligible for admission by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science
and Technology of Japan; or

(7) A person who is recognized by the Graduate School of Natural Science and Technology as possessing academic
ability that is equivalent to or higher than that specified in (1) based on the results of an individual qualification
examination for admission, and who will reach the age of 22 by March 31, 2026

6. Scores for English qualification tests
Many of the divisions refer to the scores from an English proficiency test (TOEIC, TOEFL, or IELTS)
to measure each applicant’s English skills, rather than conducting an English written exam. Applicants
are requested to bring their score certificate and present it on the first day of the screening exam,
and therefore must not upload the score certificate together with the other documents during the
application period. Applicants who fail to present scores will be excluded. Score certificates
presented will be returned after they are checked.

The chemistry exam will be provided in English.
All the exams for exams for the Division of Biological Science and Technology will in principle be provided in

English.

Those who are exempt from Mathematics and Specialized subjects of Division of Mechanical Science and
Engineering will be evaluated their skills for exempt subjects on the oral.
Applicants need to make a presentation about research subject which they selected or in which they are
interested for ten minutes by their computer. After the presentation, they need to answer questions from

professors.

Those who are exempt from the physics course of the Division of Mathematical and Physical Sciences will be
evaluated on their physics ability through the oral.
The Remote exam via the Internet, etc may be allowed for those residing outside of Japan.
The questions in Electrical, Information and Communication Engineering will be set in an oral examination.

You have to select two subjects from the 4 subjects of electrical circuit, electromagnetism, information basics,
and computer basics.
Ability of the specialized subject will be tested in oral exam. The specialized subject in the oral exam will be
informed you at a later date.
