2. Eligibility requirements

General selection: You need to fall under one of the following conditions.

Working applicants special selection: You may apply for the working applicants special selection
process if you are employed in a company at the time of filing an application, but will stay employed
even after your admission to graduate school, are permitted by your section head to take entrance
exam, and fall under one of the following conditions.
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(1) Having earned master's or professional degree, or expected to earn such a degree by September 30,
2026;

(2) Having been awarded master's degree or other degree equivalent to professional degree in a foreign
nation, or expected to have been awarded such a degree by September 30, 2026;

(3) Having completed a curriculum at an education institute in Japan that is recognized as providing
graduate school-level curriculum based on foreign nation's school education system and is
designated by Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, and having earned
master’s degree or other degree equivalent to professional degree, or expected to earn such a
degree by September 30, 2026;

(4) Having taken correspondence education course provided in Japan by foreign school and having
been awarded master's degree or other degree equivalent to professional degree, or expected to
have been awarded such a degree by September 30, 2026;

(5) Having been awarded master's degree or other degree equivalent to professional degree by
completing the United Nations University's program established in line with United Nations General
Assembly resolution on December 11, 1972, as prescribed in Paragraph 2, Article 1 of “Act on Special
Measures incidental to Enforcement of the Agreement between the United Nations and Japan
regarding the Headquarters of the United Nations University” (Act No.72 in 1976), or expected to
have been awarded such a degree by September 30, 2026;

Establishment Standards” program

INTEGRATED COURSE TO THE DOCTORAL COURSE OR THE DOCTORAL LEVEL SECTION
OF THE INTEGRATED COURSE AT KANAZAWA UNIVERSITY

At Kanazawa University, students who wish to advance from the Master's Level Section of the

Integrated Course to the Doctoral Course or the Doctoral Level Section of the Integrated Course
generally required to complete the "Qualifying Examination" (referred to as "QE" hereafter).

Students who pass the QE are not restricted from writing a master's thesis but can proceed with their
research toward a doctoral dissertation at an early stage. Students who wish to take the QE examination
should check with their Students Affairs Section for information on the QE examination procedures before

applying.

From Thursday, June 4, 2026 9:00a.m. to Wednesday, June 10, 2026 4:30p.m. (Japan time,
excluding weekends)

% Pre-registration on the Internet application system opens at 9:00 a.m. (Japan time) one week
before the first day of the application period.

4. Application procedure
(1) Flow of application
1) Prepare the necessary documents for the application.
2) Register applicant’s information and pay the examination fee using the Application System on the
website.

If you are a student in a master’s course at Kanazawa University or you are a Japanese
Government-financed international student, please contact the Admission Affairs Section (see 10.
Inquiries) before registration.

3) Submit the necessary documents.(Only those residing overseas can send the documents by
e-mail. However, please note that some documents must be sent by post.) Please note that

uploading anything other than photo data is not required for the application system.

Additionally, photo data that has been edited or altered using apps or tools will not be accepted.
- Please check "10. Inquiries" to confirm the submission destination.

If you wish to enter the university while staying employed by government office, corporation, organization, etc., submit
written permission of your section head (or supervisor) for taking entrance exam.

11) Form 6: Request to apply education method exemptions in accordance with Article 14 of
Graduate Schools Establishment Standards
If you apply for education method preferential treatment in accordance with Article 14 of Graduate Schools Establishment

Standards (see page 2), you have to submit this request form.

12) *Form 7: MEXT Students and Certificate of Expected Scholarship Extension
If you are a MEXT student and are applying for (or planning to apply for) an extension of your scholarship period, submit

the certificate written by your university. (Excluding on-campus students)

Notes 1: If any of the submitted documents or information is found to be false, admission proceedings may be
cancelled.

Notes 2: The above documents 2) *, 3) *, 10) * and 12) * must be submitted in either English or Japanese.

Notes 3: For applicants residing overseas, please send PDFs of all documents by email during the application

period. You must also submit the originals (or certified copies of the originals) of the documents

submitted by email to the Admissions Office by registered air mail after receiving a notification of

application acceptance.

Notes 4: After the application is completed, you cannot modify the documents. Also, we will return neither the
documents nor the exam fee to you.

Notes 5: For international applicants, submission of documents 7) and 8) listed above may be made using
formats other than the forms prescribed by this Graduate School.

Notes 6: Of the above documents to be submitted, item 8) is as follows:

- For on-campus students, it is acceptable to submit the form for QE Application instead of the form
prescribed by this Graduate School.

- Applicants to the Division of Mathematical and Physical Sciences who have completed, or are
expected to complete the Master’s Program in the Division of Mathematical and Physical Sciences
at this Graduate School are not required to submit document 8).

- Applicants to the Division of Biological Science and Technology who have completed, or are
expected to complete the Master’s Program at this Graduate School should describe their research
plan for the doctoral program in approximately 500 words in the document 8). (If there is not
enough space, please add more as necessary. Please note that figures and tables are not included
in the character count.)

Notes 7: If you wish to have your submitted thesis returned, please request this at the time of application.

5. Selection Methods
We will comprehensively evaluate applicants based on achievement test (oral exam) and their official

transcript. Oral exam is outlined as follows.

Category Abstract

General selection Applicants will have oral presentation (approximately 20 minutes

long) and Q&A session on either of their “master’s thesis,” “research
progress report” or “outline of research/development tasks or outline

of working experiences.”

Working applicants Applicants will have oral presentation (approximately 20 minutes
special selection long) and Q&A session on either of their “master’s thesis” or “outline

of research/development tasks or outline of working experiences.”

Notes 1: If necessary, we may check your academic ability in writing. In that case, your academic advisor will
contact you after we receive your application.
Notes 2: In principle, on-campus applicants who have passed (or are expected to pass) the QE will be

accepted or rejected according to the results of the QE evaluation.
